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Administrator's Statement

INTRODUCTION

At the University of North Texas System we embrace the future. Energized by possibilities not yet explored, we collaborate across institutions, across disciplines, and 

across industries – creatively imagining and implementing solutions that elevate our state and region. As innovators, scholars and problem-solvers, we are eager and 

prepared to help Texas and our home Dallas-Fort Worth area recover from the many challenges presented by the COVID-19 pandemic. 

Higher education has never looked like this and it would be naïve to think that everything will simply return to “how it was” in Texas . COVID-19 has certainly tested 

higher-ed, but we are proud of all that has been accomplished by the UNT System. As we work to emerge from the pandemic, our institutions have become stronger – 

particularly in community leadership, use of technology, collaborative partnerships and service to our students, faculty and staff. 

With support of the 86th Texas Legislature, our member institutions – the University of North Texas (UNT) in Denton, the University of North Texas at Dallas (UNT 

Dallas) and the University of North Texas Health Science Center (HSC) in Fort Worth – have raised the bar for academic excellence, enrollment, fundraising and research. 

During the COVID-19 pandemic, our institutions rose to the occasion, serving students and the community alike. 

UNT, our flagship institution in Denton, converted nearly 8,000 courses to hybrid delivery solutions, so students and instructors didn’t miss a beat as social distancing 

went into effect. We were named in the top group of universities in Texas and nationwide for our response. With over 30 faculty research programs directed to COVID-19 

issues, UNT faculty researchers teamed up with innovators across the globe in the search of solutions and answers. One such effort is using High Performance computer 

simulations investigating inhibitor mechanisms of existing drugs to provide insights that could serve to improve treatment options for COVID-19. Other efforts focused on 

the intersection of AI and COVID are also underway with private partners, including an AI assisted COVID breathalyzer currently in clinical trials.

UNT Health Science Center, our graduate medical center in Fort Worth, emerged as a voice of science-based reason in Tarrant County and Texas – helping many local and 

elected officials, civic leaders and everyday citizens better understand the COVID-19 threat in order to make educated decisions. HSC established multiple drive-through 

COVID-19 testing centers for first-responders, front-line medical personnel and the larger community; supported the Tarrant County Public Health Department on contact 

tracing and epidemiological issues; established a COVID-19 information hotline in collaboration with the Tarrant County Public Health Department which allowed them to 

triple their capacity; and established protocols for COVID-19 testing that were used to help train other localities. 

UNT Dallas, our emerging urban university located in Southern Dallas, galvanized its already strong ties to the community by turning its campus into a food pantry for 

those struggling with hunger in the area – regularly feeding hundreds with food distribution events in conjunction with the North Texas Food Bank during this 

unprecedented time for Texas and our nation. With a bold new initiative for our police officers, UNT Dallas has focused on improving outcomes for the entire Dallas 

community, especially African Americans, and would explicitly recognize that law enforcement officers are under a broader range of stresses that too often result in tragic 

ends, including excessive use of force, excess risk of suicide, and other health negative health effects.

With the support of the 87th Texas Legislature, the UNT System will not only continue its role as a research and education trailblazer, we also will build upon our 

community leadership efforts in Dallas-Fort Worth and Texas as our state and region work to return to full-strength. We are fully committed to being leaders for the North 

Texas Region – building the workforce of tomorrow and helping lead economic recovery through education and retraining . Now more than ever, Texas needs our 

institutions providing workforce for recovery and growth. 

University of North Texas

A Carnegie-ranked Tier One public research university, the University of North Texas is a place where students from all walks of life push creative boundaries and tap into 
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their imaginations to transform the world around them. This year, when COVID-19 hit, our UNT community responded to the crisis the way we have responded to our 

region’s needs the last 130 years – with a determination to persevere and ensure our students stay on track for graduation and have every opportunity to become Texas’ 

creators and leaders of tomorrow.

Through it all, UNT continues to reach new heights – enrolling a new high of over 40,700 students this fall, improving retention rates to all-time highs and graduating a 

record 10,200 students this past year. Already one of the nation’s largest universities, UNT also is one of the most diverse. This year, the university was designated a 

Hispanic Serving Institution, better reflecting the population of Texas. UNT offers choice and convenience in providing a high-quality education to serve the North Texas 

region and consistently delivers a tech-, business- and people-savvy workforce for DFW, the State of Texas and beyond. 

We are deeply appreciative of the 86th Legislature’s investment in UNT’s Center for Agile and Adaptive Additive Manufacturing (CAAAM) and request continued 

funding for this important initiative. CAAAM allows students and researchers to develop complex 3D objects to create viable market-based solutions that impact almost 

every industry – from operating rooms to oil fields – all while producing practically zero waste and creating cost savings that give Texas’ companies an advantage . This 

center is on the cutting edge of additive manufacturing innovation for U.S. and global markets and, as the recent COVID-19 outbreak has demonstrated, it is crucial that 

our manufacturing industry can pivot quickly to meet changing needs. 

In addition, UNT is forming the Center for Integrated Intelligent Mobility Systems to deploy affordable, safe, accessible and resilient intelligent mobility systems in both 

rural and urban settings for public, commercial and defense uses. The recent need for widespread quarantine due to COVID-19 has also highlighted the potential 

advantages of automated delivery systems, including autonomous vehicles and drones in supply chain management, making the work of the Center even more timely than 

before.

Looking forward, UNT intends to invest further in leading-edge facilities and centers that allow the university to make a global impact, particularly with much needed 

space to expand its research activities and to support the economic growth in the dynamic Frisco area at their new campus. With continued financial support from the 

state, UNT will be well positioned to achieve these future goals and will continue to fulfill its mission of producing graduate leaders and being a strong partner and 

resource for surrounding communities and businesses. 

University of North Texas Health Science Center (HSC) is one of the nation’s premier graduate academic medical centers, with 2,200+ students across six schools that 

specialize in patient-centered education, research and healthcare. HSC is committed to developing collaborative, practice-ready health professionals by emphasizing 

team-oriented, evidence-based best practices, quality-improvement approaches and informatics. HSC is also committed to developing virtual healthcare programming, 

which is more relevant than ever in the wake of COVID-19. 

HSC remains focused on helping to mitigate the state’s physician shortage. Our Texas College of Osteopathic Medicine remains the top producer of primary care 

physicians in Texas and our new MD school, created in partnership with Texas Christian University, welcomed its second cohort of students to campus this summer – 

completing coursework in our innovative, TRB-funded Interdisciplinary Research and Education Building that opened in 2019. HSC also formed partnerships with local, 

DFW health system leaders that led to the commitment to create more than 1,000 graduate medical education (GME) slots to train, and likely keep, future physicians in 

North Texas. 

From a research standpoint, HSC is an international leader in DNA science. The university's Center for Human Identification (UNTCHI) is the leading state institution for 

human identification with DNA, as well as anthropology analyses for casework, research, and education. With support from the 86th Texas Legislature, we are working 
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with state and federal agencies to help identify missing persons, solve crimes including sexual assaults, and fight human trafficking. 

HSC’s Institute for Translational Research (ITR) is a leader in Texas for translating basic science into treatments and new procedures, specifically in the area of 

Alzheimer's disease. The ITR is developing a blood test that will revolutionize the diagnosis of early Alzheimer’s and is emerging as an international leader for research in 

this space. ITR research includes a focus on understanding Alzheimer’s Disease within the Hispanic community, an expertise which we are expanding to the African 

American population. This further enhances our unique existing efforts in addressing health disparities . 

HSC has also established itself as a leader for health and wellness in Tarrant County – this includes its aforementioned efforts during the COVID -19 pandemic. The 

university is also making a significant impact in Texas’ fight against the dangers of vaping and opioid addiction , with research and education-based initiatives in place. 

As an extension of these efforts, HSC is poised to address other public health crises, including methamphetamine addiction, in addition to key issues of health 

disparaties. 

University of North Texas at Dallas

As the fastest-growing university in Texas with a student body of more than 4,000 that includes more than 70-percent first-generation to attend college, UNT Dallas 

remains focused on providing access to higher-ed for students who might not have had the opportunity in the past. Recognized by U.S. News & World Report for having 

the lowest student debt among more than 100 “Regional Universities in the West,” UNTD offers students the lowest tuition rates in Dallas-Fort Worth and is a designated 

Minority Serving/Hispanic Serving Institution with a student population that is nearly 80 percent Hispanic or African American. 

UNT Dallas continues to surge academically as well. U.S. News & World Report Best Colleges 2020 rankings included UNT Dallas in the top 25 for Best Undergraduate 

Teaching among institutions in the Regional Universities West classification, which includes 15 states spanning from Texas and Oklahoma to the entire West Coast, 

Hawaii and Alaska. The School of Business’ Human Resources program garnered a top 25 ranking from Study.com as one of the best programs in the nation. The School 

of Education continues to attract news students at a rate twice the national average, and is a leader in training bilingual teachers, a position of great need in the Dallas 

Independent School District and other urban districts.

Selflessly focused on the state’s 60x30 goals, UNT Dallas is closely aligned with the Dallas Independent School District (DISD) and the Dallas County Community College 

District (DCCCD) in creating degree pathway programs that are often tuition-free. UNTD was the first four-year institution to take part in Dallas County Promise, a 

program that offers students from 40+ participating Dallas-area high schools the opportunity to earn a free associate’s degree from DCCCD, followed by a free bachelor’s 

degree from UNT Dallas. Currently, UNT-Dallas has nearly 300 students from the Promise program who are supported through Trailblazer Elite, our student success 

initiative funded by the 86th Texas Legislature and focusing on persistence, academic excellence and career readiness. 

UNT Dallas deeply appreciates the legislative support of Trailblazer Elite, which helped lead to a No. 1 ranking in Texas for support of first-generation college students by 

the non-profit ScholarShot. Student success was also supported by the opening of a new state-of-the-art student center in 2019 that was funded through the state’s TRB 

program. Similarly, UNT Dallas College of Law completed a TRB-funded renovation of Old City Hall to become the university’s new Law Center in 2019 – offering new 

opportunities for future attorneys in the heart of downtown Dallas. 

UNT Dallas provides an affordable pathway to a college degree and socioeconomic mobility for our students who are among those hit hardest by COVID -19. Even before 

the pandemic, there was an urgent need to up-skill and retrain workers in UNT Dallas’ community. Continued state support is even more critical now to ensure that UNT 

Dallas can continue to support the success of our students and be as effective as possible in helping our community recover from the economic downturn and thrive .
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Legislative Priorities

The UNT System is committed to building upon its role as a research and education leader in Dallas-Fort Worth and Texas as our state and region work to return to 

full-strength. The pandemic has caused economic turmoil across all sectors of the economy, including higher education. We are not simply trying survive this challenging 

period – we are taking practical steps to best serve students and fulfill missions over the long-term, while also serving as a catalyst for economic recovery. 

Now more than ever, stability in state funding for our institutions is critical to ensure we continue to educate the next generation of Texas leaders and accelerate the 

recovery of our state from the impacts of the pandemic. Formula funding for both the general academic and health related institutions is a top priority for UNT System. We 

ask the Legislature to maintain formula funding General Revenue at 2020-21 appropriated levels. In these uncertain economic times, stable and predictable formula funding 

is critical for each of our institutions – providing the foundation for each to implement programs and initiatives critical to the success of our students. 

UNT System also requests that funding for existing non-formula support items are funded at 2020-21 appropriated levels. We are appreciative of the significant investment 

the 86th Legislature made in non-formula support items for all of our campuses. But especially for our academic institutions that were already required to reduce their 

2020-21 budgets by 5 percent, restoring General Revenue funding to 2020-21 appropriated levels for these and all other items is crucial to ensure we do not lose 

momentum and continue to build off the purposeful work each of our campuses is doing through these initiatives . 

UNT System supports the priorities established at each campus of the UNT System, which are identified and discussed in further detail through their respective 

legislative appropriations requests. Certainly we recognize the budgetary constraints facing our state on the heels of the COVID-19 pandemic. At the same time, 

investment in the future leaders of our state has never been more critical as we recover and move forward with key strategic priorities to advance the goals of higher 

education in the state. 

In addition, UNT System requests that the state’s share of group insurance premium contributions for state employees be maintained. Already funded at less than 100 

percent, any further reductions in group insurance contributions will take away funding that could otherwise be used to support our institutions’ missions and aiding in 

the region’s economic recovery. 

Finally, in the current economic climate, financial aid programs will be even more crucial as students and their families work to recover financially from the economic 

downturn triggered by the COVID-19 pandemic. UNT System respectfully requests that funding for TEXAS Grants be maintained at 2020-21 appropriated funding levels.

The Federation of North Texas Area Universities is a consortium comprised of the University of North Texas (UNT), Texas A&M University at Commerce (TAMU-C), Texas 

Woman's University (TWU).

The Federation was mandated in 1968 by a resolution of the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board (THECB) for the purpose of forming a cooperative arrangement 

among three north Texas institutions: UNT, TAMU-C, and TWU. The purpose of the Federation is to promote cost-effective responses to the expressed need for graduate 

education in the rapidly growing North Texas region while avoiding unnecessary duplication of faculty , course offerings, and degree programs. The Federation is governed 

through bylaws and procedures that are approved by the THECB. In 1988, the THECB conducted an assessment of all non-research special items. In its report to the Texas 

Legislature, the THECB concluded, "The Federation is the type of cooperative activity between universities that the Coordinating Board has sought to encourage.

Funding associated with plant-related formulas and utilities shall be 
distributed by the infrastructure support formula which is driven by the predicted square feet for 
universities' educational and general activities produced by the Space Projection Model developed 
by the Coordinating Board. The portion of the formula related to utilities is adjusted to reflect 
differences in unit costs for purchased utilities, including electricity, natural gas, water and 
wastewater, and thermal energy. The average rate per square foot is $5.47 in fiscal year 2020 and 
fiscal year 2021. 
 
4. Supplemental Non-formula Items. Institutions shall receive a direct reimbursement as 
applicable for staff group insurance (other educational and general income portion), workers' 
compensation insurance, unemployment compensation insurance, public education grants, 
organized activities, scholarships, tuition revenue bond payments, and facility lease charges. 
Institutions may receive an appropriation for non-formula support items. Revenue derived from 
board authorized tuition would still be appropriated to the institutions levying the additional 
charges. 
 
5. The General Academic Instruction and Operations and Infrastructure formulas shall incorporate 
the Higher Education Coordinating Board's October 2006 recommendations for mission-specific 
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formula funding for Texas A&M University at Galveston. 
 
These formulas and supplemental items shall be reviewed and updated by study committees appointed 
by the Higher Education Coordinating Board and recommended changes forwarded to the Legislature, 
Legislative Budget Board, and Governor by June 1, 2020. The study committees shall review the 
expenditure study that is used for the cost matrix above, including determining and reviewing the 
growth of costs affiliated with higher education and its consequent impact on higher education 
institutions, and make recommendations for improvements to better reflect the actual expenditures of 
the institutions.

(1) $10 million; or  
 
(2) $1 million in the case of a contract awarded:  
 

(A) as a result of an emergency or following an emergency procedure allowed by statute; or 
 
(B) without issuing a request for proposal, request for bid, or other similar process common to 

participation in the competitive bidding processes required by statute, rule, or ordinary and 
commonly recognized state policies and procedures.  

 
(c)  An agency or institution of higher education may not expend funds to make a payment on a contract 

under Subsection (b)(1) or (b)(2) until the notice required in this Section 7.12 is provided to the 
Legislative Budget Board. The notice shall be provided to the Legislative Budget Board:  

 
(1) prior to the date on which the first payment under the contract will be made, but no later than 30 

calendar days after the date on which the contract is awarded; or  
 
(2) within 48 hours of making a payment if the contract was awarded as a result of an emergency or 

following an emergency procedure allowed by statute. Such a purchase must be necessary to avoid 
an immediate hazard to life, health, safety or the welfare of humans, or to avoid an immediate hazard 
to property.  

 
(d) The notice required by Section 7.12(c) must include:  
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    (1)     (A) information regarding the nature, term, amount and the vendor(s) awarded the contract;  
 
              (B) a copy of the contract documents, including all appendices and attachments, and, if applicable, a 

finding of fact for major consulting contracts from the Governor's Office stating that the 
consulting services are necessary as required by Government Code, Section 2254.028(a)(3); 

 
(C) each request for proposal, invitation to bid, or comparable solicitation related to the contract; and 

 
(D) Subsections (d)(1)(B) and (C) shall not apply: 
 

(i) to an enrollment contract described by T.A.C. Section 391.183 as that section existed 
November 1, 2013; 
 
(ii) to a contract of the Texas Department of Transportation that relates to highway construction 
or engineering, or is subject to Section 201.112, Transportation Code; 
 

    (2)    (A) certification signed by the executive director of the agency or other similar agency or institution 
administrator or designee of the agency or institution of higher education stating that the process 
used to award the contract, contract extension, or purchase complies with or is consistent with 
the following: 

 
(i) State of Texas Procurement and Contract Management Guide; and  
 
(ii) statutes, rules, policies and procedures related to the procurement and contracting of goods 
and services, including compliance with conflict of interest disclosure requirements; or 

 
(B)  if the process to award the contract, contract extension, or procurement did not comply with the 

requirements of Subsection (d)(2)(A)(i) and (ii), or if these requirements are found to be 
inapplicable, the agency or institution of higher education shall provide either a legal 
justification for the inapplicability of the requirements or an explanation for the alternative 
process utilized, and legal justification for the alternative process;  

 
(3)  certification by the executive director of the agency or other similar agency or institution 

administrator or designee of the agency or institution of higher education that the agency or 
institution has a process for:  
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(A) verification of vendor performance and deliverables; 
 
(B) payment for goods and services only within the scope of the contract or procurement order; 
 
(C)calculation and collection of any liquidated damages associated with vendor performance; and  
 
(D) when, why, or how to apply corrective action plans for continuing poor vendor performance;  

 
(4) certification by the executive director of the agency or other similar agency or institution 

administrator or designee of the agency or institution of higher education that the agency or 
institution will comply with the requirement to provide information to the Vendor Performance 
Tracking System when the contract is completed; and 

 
(5)  any other information requested by the Legislative Budget Board before or after the Legislative 

Budget Board receives the notice as required by this Section 7.12.  
 

(e) A state agency or institution of higher education receiving an appropriation under this Act shall provide 
notice of a contract pursuant to this section without regard to the source of funds or method of finance 
associated with the expenditures, including a contract for which only non-appropriated funds will be 
expended.  

 
(f) If the agency does not satisfy the notification requirements of this section, the Director of the Legislative 

Budget Board may provide written notification to the comptroller, governor, and Legislative Budget 
Board detailing the requirements of this section that the agency did not meet and any recommendations to 
address identified risks related to the procurement or contract.
